APC minutes February 4™, 2026

Chairman Jeff Amos called the meeting to order at 6:00 P.M.

Roll Call: Present; Jeff Amos, Virgil Bremer, Kenny Aulbach, Denny Corn,
Kelly Land, Justin Orme, Mary Richardson, Marvin Rees, Attorney Geoff
Wesling, Director Mike Holzback.

January 7" minutes were approved on a motion from Denny Corn and
seconded by Kelly Land. All voted aye.

Jay Haney’s attorney came before the board to offer a solution to the
ongoing problem in Charlottesville. He said his client would like to resolve
this issue by submitting plans to the BZA for a variance/special exception
to construct a pole barn. Various items there now could be stored inside,
and the house trailer would be removed. This area would be the site.of a
home (barndiminium) if a septic field can be installed. They will make
application to the BZA before the March meeting.

Draft C of the UDO was discussed and Virgil said there were a few minor
changes that needed addressed. The steering committee will meet on
Tuesday February 10" at 2:00 P.M. to make recommendations. The final
version is to be discussed at the March meeting and then set for a public
hearing.

The director had a question on a possible subdivision of a CFO building on
only one acre. The board did not want this to set a precedent and said a
variance should be applied for with the BZA board with details.

The director has been contacted by a group wanting to form a Micro
Charter School in the Carthage Communify Church. The building is the
former Carthage Elementary School, and the board agreed that no zoning
changes are needed and no permits are required.

The director provided the proposed new fee schedule adding permit fees
for data centers and small nuclear reactors to the list. This needs to be in



place soon and in conjunction with the new UDO. It will be separate from
the ordinance.

There were no committee reports. Kelly made a motion to adjourn the
meeting seconded by Mary. All voted aye.
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
