Sidewalks at least 5 feet wide, or _meeting the Americans with Disabilities Act
requirements, must be provided along at least one side of the street to provide for
continuous, safe pedestrian circulation. Sidewalks on both sides of the street are
encouraged. Walkways are encouraged in common areas to connect frequently used
public facilities and improve circulation throughout the site.

6.7 Outdoor Storage

A. These standards apply to new development in all districts in Rural Centers:

1. Storage of materials incidental to a principal use in a non-residential district is permitted, provided
the storage is located within an enclosed structure, or the provisions of 6.4(H) Screening are
met.

2. No portion of any lot can be used for the permanent storage of metervehicles; sterage-containers
(such as shipping containers or PODS), semi-tractors, trailers, airplanes, beats-rubbish, garbage,
junk, or building materials, except during construction in accordance with the terms of this
Ordinance. Permanent storage means the presence of stered-vehicles-ermateralsthese items for
a period of 48 or more consecutive hours in any 1-week period.
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6.8 Parking

2. Limitations on Parking Areas within Rural Centers. Required off-street parking facilities can only

be used for the parking of passenger vehicles or light trucks for patrons, occupants, or employees
of specified uses. Parking facilities cannot be used for storage, display, sale, repair, dismantling,

or wrecklng of any vehicle, eqmpment or material.

A. All land and exterior areas under roof but not enclosed must be maintained free from:

Accumulation of garbage, debris, or blight, including graffiti, tires, broken glass, or anything posing
a hazard to public health;

4. Vehicles or trailers that are abandoned, inoperable, or without current registration that are

Pcbandened—veltﬂeles—er—inepaable—vehiele—parts,—visible from a right-of-way, except a single

inoperable vehicle undergoing minor repair work, not to exceed two months; or lawful commercial
activities involving vehicles as allowed by this Ordinance. Farm vehicles, equipment, or
implements atored-stored in an Agricultural District are exempt from this requirement;
